Random access memory (RAM) is temporary storage space that your computer uses to run Windows and other programs. RAM isn’t used for storage when your computer is turned off. It’s different from disk space, which is the amount of storage space available on your computer's hard disk.The simplest way to add more hard disk space to your PC is to plug in an external hard disk. An external hard disk is a great way to store more digital photos, videos, music, and other large files. It can supplement the storage space on your computer’s internal hard disk, especially if your internal hard disk is running low on space. An external hard disk is also a great way to store a backup copy of important files.To install an external hard disk, plug it into your computer and connect the power cord. Most of these hard disks plug into a USB port. Note that you might need to install software that came with the hard disk. To do this, follow the instructions from the manufacturer.

The first automatic computers of the 1940’s were not reliable. The equipment of which they were made had not been accurate and reliable. The programmer for the problem usually had to program the check by doing the same operation in another way. For example, in multiplication A times B he used the equipment differently from B times A, and so both operations might be programmed, and then the computer was given an instruction to compare the results. If a difference in results was more than a tolerance, the machine was stopped, and the operator in charge of the computer and the mathematician in charge of the program consulted on how to get rid of the error.

Those days had gone long ago. Now computers can operate with extraordinary reliability, with as many as a billion or ten billion operations between errors. Automatic checking of different kinds is built into the machine.

· Start clean
Begin by deciding which files you no longer need on your hard disk drive.

· Think it through.
Take the time to plan the best way to organize your files. How do you spend your time on the computer, and what do you create? Do you work with photos and image-editing software, surf the web, write short stories, research school projects, or play games? The folders you create in Documents (called “My Documents” in Windows XP) can be easily tailored to show you just the kind of data about your files that you need to track.

· Use subfolders.
After you have an idea of the kinds of items you produce and want to save, create folders and subfolders to store your files. Be sure to use logical, easy-to-understand names. For example, within Documents, you might create additional folders called Projects, HR Benefits, and Career. Then, within the Projects folder, you could create subfolders for each different project.

· Clean your files periodically.
After you have set up your file system, inspect and clean it regularly. Routine maintenance tasks, such as deleting old or duplicate files and folders and making sure that important files are in the right folders, can save you a lot of time and frustration.

To create a new subfolder with Windows 7, Windows Vista, or Windows XP, right-click anywhere in the folder, click New, and then click Folder. Type the name for the new folder, and press ENTER.
